Huajian Group, a leading Chinese shoemaker, has

announced that in 10 years it wants Ethiopia to be
a global hub for the shoe industry, supplying the
African, European and American markets and
providing jobs for more than 100,000 local

workers.

Last year the company signed a memorandum of
understanding with the ChinaAfrica Development
Fund to jointly invest $2bn over a decade in
creating a lightmanufacturing special economic
zone in Ethiopia.

The company has already leased 300ha of land in
Lebu, on the outskirts Addis, where it plans to

build a shoe city, with accommaodation for 200,000

people and factory space for other manufacturers

of footwear, handags, accessories and
components.
