Prior to his election, Dr Tedros served as Minister of
Foreign Affairs from 20122016 and as Minister of
Health from 2005z2012. Hewas chair of the Boards
of various AIDS, TBmalaria organisations and co
chair of the Partnership for Maternal, Newborn and
Child Health.

As Minister of Health Dr Tedros led a
comprehensive reform ofEthiopia's health system,
including A@DAT OET 1 I £ OEA
infrastructure, creating 3,500 health centres and
16,000 health posts; expaded the health workforce
by more than 38000 health extension workers; and
initiated financing mechanisms to expand health
insurance coverage. As Minister of Foreign Affairs,
he led the effort to negotiate the Addis Ababa Action
Agenda, in which 193 countries committed to the
financing necessary to aadieve the Sustainable
Development Goals.

As Chair of the Global Fund and ofdR Back Malaria,
